Access to Student Information

* Regardless of age, once a student starts college, access rights transfer
from the parent to the student.

 Information can only be released to an individual when there is a written
request from the student.

* Students may sign a FERPA release form to grant permission to discuss their
student record. We will review FERPA and how to access forms at New Seahawk
Orientation.
