Students follow an intentional 

path lined with thought-provoking studio courses, 

experiential learning opportunities and group 

projects that teach them new ways of thinking and 

the skills necessary to design a meaningful career 

and purposeful life.

The Salve Compass program is a true differentiator 

and sets Salve apart from other institutions of higher 

education and it would not be possible without YOU.

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B E C A U S E  O F  Y O U :

251 students took part in Compass North, an 
off-campus retreat that invites them to reflect on 
who they are becoming. Through guided activities 
and conversations, students identified their core 
values, discovered their personal “true north,” and 
began shaping a vision of leadership rooted in the 
mercy tradition. 

The First-Year Studio course was reimagined 
to help students take ownership of their Salve 
journey. 554 students mapped out their desired 
college experience while exploring multiple, 
equally meaningful paths. The course culminated 
with the students envisioning three distinct 
versions of their future — a process which 
encourages creativity, self-discovery and teaches 
them to embrace new directions.
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Sophomore Studio ran at full scale for all 
sophomores, giving 490 students an immersive, 
weekend-long experience in career development. 
Through sessions on résumé building, 
interviewing, networking, business etiquette and 
professional communication, students gained 
practical skills to help them succeed beyond the 
classroom and walked away better prepared to 
pursue internships and career opportunities.

Compass summer doubled the number of 
sessions offered, which included: Archaeology, 
Preservation and Geophysics; Explore Wild Rhode 
Island; Jazz Dance in Newport; and Explore 
Boatbuilding with International Yacht Restoration 
School. These short-term, immersive group 
projects gave 97 students the chance to engage 
in hands-on learning while working closely 
with faculty. Each session offered real-world 
problem solving and helped students practice 
collaboration, adaptability and creative thinking 
— skills employers value.

Salve hosted a two-day workshop 

focusing on issues surrounding 

refugee resettlement, in 

furtherance of our efforts to 

remove barriers to higher 

education for refugee students.

The Pathways Program celebrated 

a milestone as its first cohort of 

scholars graduated high school, 

with every participating senior 

moving on to attend a four-year 

college or university. This three-

year college access program is 

transforming futures for first-

generation and low-to-moderate-

income students in Newport. 

Four student leaders traveled to 

Dublin, Ireland for the Young Mercy 

Leadership Pilgrimage, where they 

honed the skills needed to be 

leaders of Mercy, carrying forward 

the values that distinguish a Salve 

education.
